4. Take a right on Queenstown Road for 0.2 mile to 
Johnson Street  (there will be a sign pointing to the 
Alton Post Office).  
5. Take a left on Johnson Street for 0.1 mile and the 
church will be on the corner of Johnson Street and 
Central Avenue.
